AN ORDINANCE

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF
DEKALB COUNTY, GEORGIA, CHAPTER 13.5,
PERTAINING TO HISTORIC PRESERVATION

WITHIN UNINCORPORATED DEKALB COUNTY,
AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of DeKalb County has determined that the
historical, cultural and aesthetic heritage of DeKalb County is among its most valued and
important assets and that the preservation of this heritage is essential to the promotion of the

health, prosperity and general welfare of the people; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of DeKalb County adopted an ordinance in
furtherance of that determination to enhance the opportunities for federal and state tax benefits
under relevant provisions of federal law and state law and to provide for the designation,
protection, preservation and rehabilitation of historic properties.and districts and to participate in

federal and state programs to do the same; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of DeKalb County established a uniform
procedure for use in providing for the protection, enhancement, perpetuation and use of places,
districts, sites, buildings, structures, objects, landscape features and works of art having special

historical, cultural or aesthetic interest or value, in accordance with the provisions of this chapter.

NOW THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Board of Commissioners of DeKalb County,
Georgia, and it is hereby ordained by the authority of same, that Chapter 13.5 of the Code of

DeKalb County, be and the same is hereby amended as follows:
