AN ORDINANCE

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF DEKALB COUNTY,
GEORGIA, CHAPTER 27, ARTICLE I, DIVISION 2, PERTAINING TO
DEFINITIONS AND ARTICLE V, DIVISION 1, PERTAINING TO
NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Georgia Constitution, the Official Code of Georgia, and the
Cdde of DeKalb County, the Board of Commissioners of DeKalb County have the authority to

regulate land use within unincorporated DeKalb County; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of DeKalb County adopted a Zoning
Ordinance amending Chapter 27 of the Code of DeKalb County providing for the regulation of
land use and zoning related activity in DeKalb County and for other purposes at its regular

meeting of April 13, 1999; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of DeKalb County is required to fully comply
with the requirement set forth in O.C.G.A. § 36-66-1 et seq. to afford notice to the public

regarding public hearing on zoning decisions; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of DeKalb County wishes to ensure and

encourage community involvement in the zoning process; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of DeKalb County desires to provide an

elficient process whereby the County can make zoning decisions; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners approved an amendment to the Zoning
Ordinance and thereby changed the posting requirements for rezoning and comprehensive plan
land use plan amendments on February 25, 2003, by imposing on an applicant the obligation to
post signs on property that is the subject of a rezoning and/or comprehensive plan land use map

amendment; and
