AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF DEKALB
COUNTY, GEORGIA, CHAPTER 23, ARTICLE V,
PERTAINING TO SIDEWALK DISTRICTS AND FOR
OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, DeKalb County has increasingly become one of the most densely populated
counties in the State of Georgia as reflected in the increase in population between the census of
1990 and the census of 2000, and the growth and development in the County has increased the

volume of traffic; and

WHEREAS, DeKalb County has an 1nterest in preserving and improving the health,
safety and welfare of its citizens and seeks to preserve a better quality of life in residentia]
‘mneighborhoods by providing a program by which residents can have sidewalks installed

throughout residential communities; and

WHEREAS, DeKalb County’s rapid growth and development has resulted in a
significant increase in vehicular and pedestrian traffic and, thus, has increased the demand for the

installation of sidewalks; and

WHEREAS neighborhood groups and county citizens have expressed a des1re to have

sidewalks installed in their neighborhood; and

WHEREAS, 2all new subdivisions in DeKalb County are required to have sidewalks

installed to provide a safe place for residents to walk; and

WHEREAS, the DeKalb County Board of Commissioners finds that a program to allow
neighbors to share the cost of mstalling sidewalks is necessary to allow this 1mprovement to

existing residential neighborhoods.

NOW, THEREF ORE BE IT ORDAINED by the governing authority of DeKalb
County, Georgia, and it is hereby ordained by the authority of same, that Chapter 23, Article V,

sections 23-90 through 23-93 be added to the Code of DeKalb County, Georgia, to read as
follows:
