AN ORDINANCE

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF DEKALRB
COUNTY, GEORGIA, CHAPTER 27 PERTAINING TO ZONING
AND THE LOCATION OF PLACES OF WORSHIP IN
RESIDENTIAL DISTRICTS IN UNINCORPORATED DEKALB
COUNTY, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the DeKalb County Board of Commissioners is authorized by the Georgia
Constitution to regulate land use in unincorporated DeKalb County and in enacting this
ordinance the Board of Commissioners is protecting the public safety, property values and the

general welfare of the citizens of DeKalb County; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners has determined that there is a need to
ameliorate a hardship suffered by places of worship which want to co-exist within the

communities in which they have emerged; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners will continue to preserve the integrity of
residential neighborhoods from the adverse effects of traffic, over-development and the negative
environmental impact associated therewith by continuing its vigorous review of special land use

permits for expansion of existing places of worship; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners will only permit compatible expansion of

places of worship;

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners will protéct residential neighborhoods by

prohibiting the location of places of worship, convents and monasteries on collector streets;

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners has determined that the health, safety, welfare
and aesthetics interests of the citizens of DeKalb County will be advanced by further amendment

of the zoning code.
